As I write these words on Monday, September 29, 2025, my heart is
heavy with the weight of so many recent acts of violence and evil—church shootings, sanctuaries
burned, the assassination of a faithful servant and patriot, Charlie Kirk, the brutal murder of
Iryna Zarutska, the plague of human trafficking, and the ongoing destruction of unborn lives.
And this has all taken place in less than a month.

My spirit is grieved, and I plead with God to see these things and rise up to vindicate His people,
making His Presence undeniable even to those who persist in hardening their hearts against Him.
I pray fervently that they will turn to Him and abandon evil before the day of reckoning arrives,
for it is nearer than we think. My soul weeps for all who are lost.

Join me in prayer. Let us fall on our knees in urgent intercession—praying for salvation for the
lost, for strength for the faithful, and for courage to stand. At the same time, let us rejoice for
those already gathered into the arms of Jesus, awaiting the day when heaven and earth will be
made new.

Psalm 7

For years, I protected my Bibles and did not write in them. In 1982, I received a new Bible from
my husband, and it became my go-to Bible. I started to write dates of verses I read in private,
during sermons, and at significant times in my life. On July 8, 2000, I searched for spiritual
guidance during a troubling time and found Psalm 7: 1, “Deliver me from all who pursue me...”;
verse 9, “O righteous God, who searches minds and hearts, bring to an end the violence of the
wicked ...” Notations on the same day also show Ps 5: 4-6, 8, and thankfulness in Ps 9:1,2. 1
reread Chapter 7 in 2016, and in Jan 2018 and June 2022 went back to Psalm 7: 15, “He who
digs a hole and scoops it out falls into the pit he has made.” King David wrote Psalms when he
was distraught—my favorite Book for similar times in my life.
